Poor or sluggish flush a. Bowl water level too low. a. Check that refill tube is connected to water control and inserted into tank
overflow without being kinked or damaged.

c. Partially clogged trapway and/or drain pipe and/or vent. c. Remove obstruction. Consult a plumber if necessary.

d. Supply pressure too low. d. Normal supply pressure must be at least 20 psi.

Toilet leaks a. Poor supply line connection. a. Review Step 10 of installation procedure.
b. Poor bowl to tank/floor connection. b. Review Step 1 through 9 of installation procedure.
Toilet does not shut off a. Flush valve chain too tight, holding flush valve open. a. Readjust chain length as needed. Review Step 11.

b. Flush valve seat and/or flapper worn or deformed. b. Shut off water supply. Replace flush valve.

c. Sand or debris lodged in water control. c. Shut off water supply. Remove cap and clean as per Fluidmaster
maintenance instructions at:
